ASSEMBLY INSTRUCTIONS

A WARNING

Use safety glasses and gloves when inflating
and installing the tires. Use manual pump
only to inflate. Refer to the tire sidewall for
manufacturer's recommended pressure. Do
not exceed the maximum inflation pressure.

1. The spreader is shipped with tires partially
inflated. Using a manual pump, fully inflate the
tires to the psi setting shown on the tire sidewall.

2. Slide the gate actuator rod down through the
keyhole slot in the frame stand at the rear of the
spreader.

3. Attach the gate actuator rod to the push spreader
handle assembly.

5. Secure the handle assembly with the 1/4" x 1-3/8"
cap screws and 1/4" locknuts from the hardware
kit.

7. Slip two clamps over the hopper frame on the
front and sides of the spreader. Install the material
deflectors using the supplied 5/16" x 3/4" cap
screws, 3/8" flat washers, and 5/16" locknuts.
Verify that the material deflectors sit on top of the 9. Tighten all hardware.

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OPERATING THE SPREADER

USING THE SPREADER

Use the gate handle to adjust the amount of material
flowing through the gate.

» To increase the material flow lower the gate
handle lever.

» To decrease the material flow, raise the gate
handle lever.

A CAUTION

DO NOT leave unused material in
hopper. Material can freeze or solidify,
causing unit to not work properly.
Empty and clean after each use.

SPREADING TIPS

» Use care when operating spreader near
pedestrians.

» Spread ice melting materials "with the storm" to

prevent unmanageable levels of ice from building

up.
» For a wider pass, increase walking pace.
* For a heavier pass, walk slower.

» Calculate spread pattern when near vegetation.
