Loosen spade bolts on
outermost trip springs.
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3. Fit one shock bracket and corresponding
clevis to the spring bar as shown. Install the
bracket and clevis to the spring bar using three
3/8" x 1-1/4" cap screws, two 3/8" flat washers,
and three 3/8" locknuts. Repeat with other bracket
and clevis. The hardware should be finger tight.

4. Position a shock absorber within one of

the installed brackets. Install the upper end

of the shock absorber to the clevis using

a 3/4" x 4" clevis pin, 3/4" flat washer, and
5/32" cotter pin. Install the lower end to the
bracket and clevis using a 3/4" x 3" clevis pin,
flat washer, and cotter pin. Repeat for the other
shock absorber.

5. Tighten the bracket fasteners to 31 ft-Ib.

6. Tighten the spade bolts for the trip springs that
were loosened in step two.

7. Adjust the trip springs tension by retightening
the spade bolt nuts until the coils of the springs
begin to separate (a piece of paper such as this
instruction sheet should pass between the second
and third coils).
