Cover and Final Assembly

Breather cap must be installed

before operating snowplow. Before any service, loosen fill plug slowly

/to relieve reservoir pressure.

Fit top retainer ring
over cover ridges.

Use long cable tie to secure cable
in original position.

Fit bottom retainer ring
into cover ridges.
