Plug‑In Harness Installation

Prior to installing the 74039 Quad H13 Soft Start 
Adapter Kit, install the plug-in harness from the 
73973-1 Harness Kit using the Installation Instructions 
provided with that kit.

Plug‑In Adapter Installation

NOTE: Use dielectric grease on all electrical 
connections to prevent corrosion. Fill receptacles 
and lightly coat ring terminals and blades before 
assembly.

Lower Vehicle Headlamp Connections

1.	 Remove the vehicle connector from the LOWER 
vehicle headlamp bulb and connect it to the 
3-pin black molded plug from the single soft start 
adapter harness.

2.	 Connect the gray connector from the single soft 
start adapter harness to the LOWER vehicle 
headlamp bulb.

3.	 Mount the soft start adapter in an area with good 
air flow.

4.	 Cable tie the harness as needed away from sharp 
edges, hot surfaces, and moving parts.

5.	 Following the same procedure as above, install 
the second single soft start adapter harness to the 
opposite LOWER vehicle headlamp.

Isolation Module Connections

1.	 Connect the dual soft start adapter to Port B and 
Port C of the isolation module.

2.	 Connect the plug-in harness 10-pin connectors 
to the mating connectors on the dual soft start 
adapter assembly.

3.	 Mount the dual soft start adapter in an area with 
good air flow.

4.	 Cable tie the harness as needed away from sharp 
edges, hot surfaces, and moving parts.
