PERSONAL SAFETY

the vehicle during installation or service.

» Wear only snug-fitting clothing while working on
your vehicle or snowplow.

« Do not wear jewelry or a necktie, and secure long
hair.

FIRE AND EXPLOSION

Position the skid plate assembly against the
bottom of the vehicle frame.

3. Install four 3/8" x 4" cap screws up through the
skid plate assembly and left/right frame rails of
the vehicle. Place a square washer over each of
the cap screws, against the top of the frame rails.
Secure the fasteners using 3/8" locknuts. Hand
tighten.
