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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

1.	 Park the vehicle on a smooth, level, hard surface, 
such as concrete. Raise the blade, then turn the 
control OFF. From the side of the blade assembly, 
place jack stands under the A‑frame.

2.	 Turn the control ON and lower the blade so the 
A‑frame rests securely on the jack stands. Turn 
the control OFF. Turn the vehicle ignition to the 
"OFF" position and remove the key.

3.	 Remove the existing cutting edge and fasteners 
from the blade.

4.	 Align the retaining bar on the outside face of the 
rubber cutting edge. Insert the supplied carriage 
bolts through the bolting bar, rubber cutting edge 
and lower formed channel. Attach a locknut to 
each carriage bolt and hand-tighten.

5.	 Adjust the position of the rubber cutting edge 
so that it extends approximately 1‑3/8" beyond 
the bottom of the blade lower formed channel 
as shown. Tighten all the carriage bolts until the 
rubber starts to bulge.

Blade can drop unexpectedly. Place A‑frame 
on jack stands. Failure to do so could result in 
serious personal injury.

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6.	 Turn the vehicle ignition and snowplow control 
ON. Raise the blade slightly. Turn the control OFF 
and remove the jack stands.

7.	 Stand 8 feet clear of the blade, and lower the 
blade to the ground.

8.	 Level the A‑frame according to the snowplow 
Installation Instructions or Owner's Manual.

CUTTING EDGE WEAR ADJUSTMENT

1.	 As the rubber cutting edge wears, loosen the 
bolts and slide the cutting edge down so that 
approximately 1‑3/8" is again exposed below the 
lower formed channel. Retighten the bolts until the 
rubber starts to bulge.

2.	 When it cannot be adjusted downward any 
further, reverse the cutting edge and reinstall it 
with the unworn edge extending approximately 
1‑3/8" beyond the blade lower formed channel.
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
