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SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

Improper installation and operation could cause

A WARNING

Lower the blade when vehicle is parked.
Temperature changes could change
hydraulic pressure, causing the blade to
drop unexpectedly or damaging hydraulic
components. Failure to do this could result in
serious personal injury.

A WARNING

The driver shall keep bystanders clear of the
blade when it is being raised, lowered, or
angled. Do not stand between vehicle and blade
or within 8 feet of a moving blade. A moving
or falling blade could cause personal injury.

A WARNING

Keep hands and feet clear of the blade and
A-frame when mounting or removing the
snowplow. Moving or falling assemblies could
cause personal injury.

A WARNING

Do not exceed GVWR or GAWR including the
blade and ballast. The rating label is found on
the driver-side vehicle door cornerpost.

To prevent accidental movement of the blade,
always turn the control OFF whenever the
snowplow is not in use. The power indicator
light will turn OFF.

Remove blade assembly before placing
vehicle on hoist.

PERSONAL SAFETY

* Remove ignition key and put the vehicle in PARK
or in gear to prevent others from starting the
vehicle during installation or service.

On the passenger's side, remove the nuts from
the cross-beam bolt assembly.

NOTE: For easier assembly and installation,
vehicle and all showplow components should
be on a smooth, level, hard surface, such as
concrete.

1. Remove the air dam and bumper. Retain the
fasteners for later installation.

2. Remove compatibility structures, if vehicle is so
equipped. Retain them for reinstallation if the
snowplow mount is removed from the vehicle.

5. Position the rear bracket as shown, ensuring
that the stabilizer bar bolts protrude through the
rear bracket. Secure with the cross-beam bolt

For vehicles not equipped with a factory-installed
winch, skip to Step 17. For vehicles that are
equipped with a winch:

8. Beginning on the driver's side, remove the winch
mounting bracket. Position the snowplow mount
against the inner frame surface and set the
winch bracket in place against the side of the
mount. Install two 1/2" x 2" cap screws through
the bracket, mount, and frame and secure with
1/2" locknuts to hold all three components in place

10. Attach the snowplow mount to the rear brackets
using three 1/2" x 2" cap screws and 1/2" locknuts,
and include a 1/2" washer for the upper forward
hole, as shown above.

11. Use a scribe or other sharp implement to trace the
slot of the winch beam onto the upper surface of the
winch mounting bracket. (See next photo.)

12. Remove the winch mounting bracket installed in
Step 8. Using a bench vise to hold the bracket
securely, drill a 17/32" diameter hole through the
upper surface of the bracket at the end of the scribed
slot furthest away from the existing hole.
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13. Reinstall the winch mounting bracket as in Step 8,
and secure the winch beam from above using OEM A CAUTION
hardware (bolt, nut, and washers) inserted through Before drilling any holes, check to be sure
the hole drilled in Step 12. Tighten all fasteners that no vehicle wiring or other components
according to the torque chart. could be damaged.

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23. Tighten all fasteners according to the torque chart.

24. Position the bumper in place. In some cases
a small amount of trimming of the lower metal
bumper may be needed to clear the mounts.

25. Notch the lower plastic section of the bumper to
allow clearance for the U-brackets. Reattach the
bumper using the original fasteners.

Trim lower metal
bumper, if needed.

NOTE: Installation of the headlamp harnesses
may require removal of the grille, which is easier if
the bumper is off the vehicle. Do not reattach the
bumper until the headlamp harness installation is
complete.

26. Check clearances between the installed snowplow
mount and any vehicle wires, hoses, and brake
or cooling lines. Reposition and secure any
interfering truck components to ensure at least
3/16" clearance, taking into account any possible
movement of the truck components during normal
operation.

NOTE: After five to ten hours of snowplow usage,
retorque all mount assembly fasteners.
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The company reserves the right under its product improvement policy to change construction or design details and furnish equipment when
so altered without reference to illustrations or specifications used. This equipment manufacturer or the vehicle manufacturer may require or
recommend optional equipment for snow removal. Do not exceed vehicle ratings with a snowplow. The company offers a limited warranty for
all snowplows and accessories.
