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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

NOTE: For easier assembly and installation, the 
vehicle and all snowplow components should 
be on a smooth, level, hard surface, such as 
concrete.

1. Cut four cap screw handles to approximately 
7-1/2" long.

2. It may be necessary to loosen the two front guard 
fasteners on either side to allow proper fi t of the 
mount.

 CAUTION
Read instructions before assembling. 
Fasteners should be fi nger tight until 
instructed to tighten according to the torque 
chart. Use standard methods and practices 
when attaching snowplow, including proper 
personal protective safety equipment.
