5. Using the pre-existing holes in the rear of the skid
plate assembly as a guide, drill four 25/64" holes
through the vehicle skid plate to allow the U-bolts
to pass through.

7. Install the mount beam using four 1/2" x 1-1/4" cap 9. Use the set of holes that position the mount beam
screws and 1/2" locknuts. Make sure that the closest to the measurements shown. Tighten
mount beam is level. fasteners according to the torque chart.

10. Measure the distance between the mount
beam rear hole and the ground.
